Roman ‘Korky’ Kyrnyckyj tamed his new GasGas with his excellent ‘old school’ riding technique to take a convincing win in the slick conditions. Leaving Matt and Adam Jones who opted for rather more ‘vintage’ machinery of two TY250’s to battle it out between them for the ‘Dave Baines Memorial Best Endeavour Award’ which ended with big brother on top by a single mark. 
Nathan Kyrnyckyj has clearly been taking tips from dad as he coaxed his Sherco to an excellent win on the clubman route, showing the ‘old boys’ how to do it and make it a father and son 1-2. Trev Wells was forced down to second place despite having the best score on section 5 which turned out to be the hardest section of the day for the clubmen, whilst Russ Walker rode his Rothmans Honda to third.
Slightly further down the field Tom ‘Grub’ Coy buzzed the little 80cc Sherco 12 points clear of his strict coach and harsh critic John Fountain who apparently blames the bike for his lack-lustre performance!!
Matthew Mison rode his tidy AJS machine to take the Best White Route Award which was helped by being the only rider to scramble to the top of section 5 all day, whilst Stuart and Adam Witting battled hard for fourth and firth places respectively with the more experienced of the two coming out on top.
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
